2.1 The Bidder is expected to examine all instructions section wise. The bid should be precise, complete and in the
prescribed format as per the requirement of the bid document. The bid should not be conditional. Failure to
furnish all information required by the bidding document or submission of a bid not responsive to the bidding
documents in every respect will be at the Bidder’s riskand may resultin rejection of the bid.

6.29.4 The bidder shall not be debarred unless such bidder has been given a reasonable opportunity to represent
against such debarment.
